Our topic this half term is: Beaches and Creatures

Below you will find the 7 areas of the Early Years curriculum and the statements we will be covering this half term.

	Understands and uses some new vocabulary and can join in with songs, stories and rhymes.
Can follow a single instruction with little support.
Enjoys listening to longer stories and can remember much of what happens.
Understand ‘why’ questions, like: “Why do you think the caterpillar got so big?”
Begins to use some new vocabulary
Use talk to organise themselves and their play: “Let’s go on a bus... you sit there... I’ll be the driver.”
Be able to express a point of view and to debate when they disagree with an adult or a friend, using words as well as actions.
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	Can identify problems and asks for help from a familiar adult 
Can talk about their feelings in simple terms using words like ‘happy’, ‘sad’.
Beginning to develop empathy and understands when a child is hurt or upset
Can select and use activities and resources independently. 
Can increasingly follow rules, understanding why they are important.
Is more outgoing towards unfamiliar people and more confident in new social situations. 
Is able to manage a task seeing it through from beginning to end. Will initiate play, offering cues to peers to join in.
Will keep play going by responding to what others are saying or doing and can play in a group extending and elaborating on ideas e.g. building up a role play
Will demonstrate friendly behaviour, initiating conversations and forming relationships with peers and other familiar adults.  
Is becoming less reliant on adults to help deal with their emotions
	Skip, hop, stand on one leg and hold a pose for a game like musical statues.
Can run skilfully and negotiate space successfully, adjusting speed or direction to avoid obstacles.
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Can use a comfortable grip with good control when holding pens and pencils.
To know and understand that equipment and tools must be used safely.
To begin to fasten a zip on a coat independently
To know how to use a knife and fork when eating.
To use scissors to make snips in paper

	Understanding the World

	Can recognise their name
Can identify words that have the same initial sound
Can orally segment and blend words 
Hears the initial sound in words
Knows that we read English text from left to right and from top to bottom.
Is beginning to identify the main character and a key event in a story that they know well 
Can talk about stories learning new vocabulary
Can simple suggestions about what might happen next
Can write some of their name correctly.
Then towards the end of summer can write their name correctly

Can use a five-finger grasp with good control
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Use some of their print and letter knowledge in their early writing. For example: writing a pretend shopping list that starts at the top of the page; write ‘m’ for mummy.

Copies over wavy lines, zigzags and loops
	Link numerals and amounts: for example, showing the right number of objects to match the numeral, up to 5.
Becomes secure with 1:1 correspondence when counting saying one number for each item, using the stable order of
1,2,3,4,5.
Can subitise up to 3 objects 
Can recognise numerals to 10
Joins in and sings counting songs and number rhymes. Listen to and enjoy stories that involve counting.
Can begin to describe a sequence of events, real or fictional, using words such as ‘first’, ‘then...’
Recalls a sequence of events in everyday life and
stories
Beginning to make comparisons between objects relating to weight and capacity.

Enjoys partitioning and combining shapes to make new shapes with 2D and 3D shapes.
Starts to use simple shape names.



	To know and use simple language about the passage of time e.g.  start to use the vocabulary; today, tomorrow, and yesterday in the correct context.
Can comment on images of familiar situations in the past.
Can compare and contrast characters from stories, including figures from the past.
To know that not everyone celebrates the same festival
Begins to understand that some places are special to members of their community.
To begin to draw information from a simple map 
and to know and use key vocabulary; trees, rivers, beaches etc in the correct context.
To know how to plant a seed and care for it. 
To know how to understand the key features of a plant and animal life cycle.

Engages in imaginative role- play based on own first-hand experiences that includes roles and a simple narrative for example having dinner together, going to the shops,
Develops a preference for a form of expression
Sings a few familiar songs.
Plays instruments with control to play loud/quiet (dynamics), fast/slow (tempo).
Shows control to hold and play instruments to produce musical sound, eg holding a triangle in the air by the string with one hand and playing it with a beater with the other.
